SATS Results — Year 6

Congratulations to our outgoing year 6 pupils,
who achieved so well in the SATS tests. We were
particularly proud of their attainment in
grammar punctuation and spelling (12/14 86% at
the standard and 7/14 50% reaching greater
depth) and reading (13/14 93% at the standard
and 10/14 71% at greater depth). When you
consider that the national average for pupils
reaching the standard was 72% for GPS and 74%
for reading, you’ll understand just how well
they’ve done.
